(1) The prescribed quantity of liquor for each
restricted area is—

(a) for any of the following in which the
concentration of alcohol is less than
49%—4.5L in total—

(i) beer;
(i1) pre-mixed alcoholic drink;

(iii) a combination in any proportion of
beer and pre-mixed alcoholic drink;
and

(b) for wine, other than fortified wine—2L; and
(c) for any other liquor—zero.

(2) In this section—
Jortified wine includes muscat, port and sherry.
