“section 81 information”, for a parcel of land, means the information in 14
the most recent notice given under section 81 in relation to the parcel, 15
held in electronic form by the chief executive, and capable of electronic 16
transfer to a purchaser. 17

“valuation roll information”, for a parcel of land, means the particulars 18
included in a valuation roll about the parcel, held in electronic form by 19
the chief executive, and capable of electronic transfer to a purchaser.’. 20
