PART 1—PRELIMINARY

Short title

1. Thisregulation may be cited as the Water Resources (Pioneer Valley
Water Supply Area and Board) Regulation 1996.

Definitions
2. Inthis regulation—
“area”’ see section 3.
“board” see section 4.
“ratepayer” meansaratepayer for the area.
“ratepayer for thearea” see section 6.

PART 2—CONSTITUTION OF WATER SUPPLY
AREA AND BOARD

Constitution of water supply area
3.(1) The areawithin the boundaries shown on plan number A3-201239
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held by the departmentl is constituted as a water supply area (the“area”).

(2) The name assigned to the area is the Pioneer Valley Water Supply
Area.

Constitution of board
4.(1) A board (the“board”) is constituted for the area.
(2) The name assigned to the board is the Pioneer Valley Water Board.

(3) Subsections (1) and (2) take effect immediately after the first
members of the board have been appointed and elected.

Appointment of chief executive to administer area—Act, s 209

5. The chief executive is appointed to administer the area until the board
IS constituted.

PART 3—COMPOSITION OF BOARD

Composition of board
6.(1) The board consists of the following members—

(@ 3 persons nominated by the Mackay Sugar Co-operative
Association Limited and appointed by the Governor in Council;

(b) aperson nominated by the chief executive and appointed by the
Governor in Council;

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(c) 3qualified persons? elected by the ratepayers for the area.

(2) A personisa“ratepayer for thearea’ if therates or chargesthat the
person is named in the books or records of the chief executive or the board
asbeing liable to pay are rates and chargesfor land in the area.

PART 4—ELECTION OF BOARD MEMBERS

Divison 1—Returning officer

Returning officer

7.(1) The returning officer for an election of board members is an
appropriate person appointed by—

(a) forthefirst election—the chief executive; and
(b) for asubsequent election—the board.
(2) The returning officer—
(8 must conduct an election in the way stated in this part; and

(b) may take the action and give the directions the returning officer
considers reasonably necessary—

(i) toensureno irregularities happen in the election; or

(ii) to remedy a procedural defect that appears to the returning
officer to exist in relation to the election.

(3) The returning officer must not influence, or attempt to influence, the
outcome of an election.

Maximum penalty—40 penalty units.

2 Under section 136 of the Act, a person is qualified to be elected to the board
only if the person is an owner, part owner or occupier of land in the area or lives
in the area. If the person is a body corporate, an individua nominated by the
body corporate is the person qualified to be elected.
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(4) If the returning officer is not reasonably able to perform the functions
of returning officer (for example, because of illness), the returning officer
must appoint someone else to act in the office while the returning officer is
unable to perform the functions.

(5) If the returning officer failsto appoint someone el se, the appointment
may be made by—

(@) forthefirst election—the chief executive; and
(b) for asubsequent election—the board.

Division 2—Pre-election procedures

Roll of voters

8.(1) The returning officer must compile aroll of voters that states the
full name and address of each ratepayer.

(2) If 2 or more ratepayers are joint owners or occupiers, the returning
officer must request them to nominate in writing an individual to represent
them.

(3) The returning officer must insert on the roll the name and address
of—

(a) the person nominated; or

(b) if no-one is nominated—the owner or occupier whose name
appearsfirst in the records of the chief executive or the board.

(4) The returning officer must—

(@) dlow aratepayer to inspect theroll, free of charge, at the board’ s
public office premises during business hours; and

(b) on payment of areasonable fee—give the ratepayer a copy of the
roll.

(5) A person who is aratepayer whose name does not appear on the roll
may apply in writing to the returning officer to have the person’s name
included on theroll.
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(6) If the returning officer is satisfied the person is a ratepayer, the
returning officer must insert the person’s name and address on theroll.

Nominations

9.(1) Thereturning officer must, by written notice to each ratepayer, call
for nominations of qualified persons for election to the board.

(2) The notice must state—

(@) theday and time (at least 14 days after the notice is given) when
nominations close; and

(b) the day (not more than 28 days after nominations close) when
voting material will be given to ratepayers if aballot is necessary.

(3) A nomination must be—
() written; and
(b) signed by the candidate and 2 ratepayers; and
(c) givento thereturning officer before nominations close.

(4) A candidate may withdraw a nomination by written notice to the
returning officer no later than 1 hour before nominations close.

When ballot must be held

10.(2) If, after nominations have closed, the number of candidates is not
more than the number to be elected—

(@) the returning officer must declare the candidates elected to the
board; and

(b) any office that has not been filled may be filled by the Governor
in Council under section 134 of the Act.3

(2) However, if the number of candidates is more than the number to be
elected, the returning officer must conduct a secret ballot.

3 Section 134 of the Act (Appointment of board members)
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(3) Failure to comply with sections 11, 12, 15, 17, 18 and 20 does not
affect the vaidity of aballot.4

Preparing ballot papers
11.(1) A ballot paper must—

(@) be made of paper that will hide a vote marked on it from view
when it isfolded once; and

(b) list the names of each candidate for election once, with the
surname first, followed by the candidate’ s other names; and

(c) sate how the ratepayer may vote; and

(d) state the day and time the ballot starts and the day and time it
ends; and

(e) statethat, for the vote to be counted, the ratepayer must fill in and
sign the declaration form.

(2) If 2 or more candidates have the same surname and other names, the
candidates must be distinguished in an appropriate way.

Example—
The occupation of each candidate may be added to the ballot paper.
(3) The order of names on the ballot paper must be decided by lot.

Distributing voting material

12.(1) The returning officer must give the following things (the “ voting
material”) to each ratepayer—

() abalot paper initialed by the returning officer;
(b) aballot envelope;

4 Section 11 (Preparing ballot papers)
Section 12 (Distributing voting material)
Section 15 (How returning officer must deal with voting material)
Section 17 (Initial scrutiny of voting material)
Section 18 (Counting votes)
Section 20 (Declaring election result)
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(c) adeclaration form stating ‘I certify that | am the person to whom
this voting material has been given and | have voted on the ballot
paper enclosed.’;

(d) areturn envelope addressed to the returning officer.

(2) The voting material must be given not more than 28 days after
nominations closeto arrive, if practicable, no later than the last working day
before the ballot starts.

(3) If a ratepayer gives the returning officer written notice that the
ratepayer will be absent from the address stated on the roll when voting
material is to be given, the returning officer must give the ratepayer the
material at the other address (if any) stated in the notice.

(4) Before giving voting material to a ratepayer, the returning officer
must mark a ballot number on—

(@) theroll againgt the ratepayer’ s name; and
(b) the declaration form; and
(c) thereturn envelope.

(5) The ballot numbers must start with a number chosen by the returning
officer.

(6) After giving the voting material, the returning officer must obtain a
lockable ballot box and keys and keep them in a safe place.

How long ballot is open
13. The ballot must remain open for at least 14 days.

How to vote
14.(1) A ratepayer may vote only oncein each election.
(2) A ratepayer may vote by completing the following steps—

(@) writing atick or a cross in the squares opposite the names of up
to 3 candidates on the ballot paper;

(b) putting the ballot paper in the ballot envelope;
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(c) seding the ballot envelope;
(d) filling in and signing the declaration;

(e) putting the declaration and the balot envelope in the return
envelope;

(f) sealing the return envelope;

(g) returning thereturn envelopeto thereturning officer before voting
closes by—

(i) posting it to the returning officer; or
(if) putting it in the ballot box.

(3) The returning officer must provide a ratepayer who wishes to vote at
apolling booth with an unoccupied voting compartment in which to votein
private.

(4) If aratepayer satisfies the returning officer that voting material given
to the ratepayer has been lost, stolen or destroyed, the returning officer must
give the ratepayer duplicate voting material.

How returning officer must deal with voting material

15.(1) The returning officer must put each return envelope received
before voting closesinto the ballot box.

(2) If the returning officer receives areturn envelope after voting closes,
the returning officer must—

(@ mark the envelope ‘ Received by the returning officer after voting
closed.’; and

(b) keep the envel ope separate from return envel opes received before
voting closed.

Scrutiny

16.(1) Before voting closes, the returning officer must give each
candidate written notice of when and where votes are to be collected,
examined and counted.

(2) A candidate may appoint 1 scrutineer to observe, with or without the
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candidate, the collection, examination and counting of votes.

(3) The candidate must give the returning officer written notice of the
appointment.

(49) When a scrutineer arrives for the collection, examination and
counting, the scrutineer must show the returning officer acopy of the notice
of appointment or other suitable identification.

(5) Thefailure of acandidate or scrutineer to attend the scrutiny of votes
does not affect the validity of the election.

Initial scrutiny of voting material

17.(1) As soon as possible after voting closes, the returning officer
must—

(a) take the ballot box to the place notified to the candidates as the
place where votes are to be counted; and

(b) deal with the votesin the way stated in this section in the presence
of the candidates and scrutineers at the place.

(2) The returning officer must—
(@) open each return envelope; and
(b) takethe declaration and ballot envelope out of the return envelope.

(3) Thereturning officer must put the declaration and the ball ot envel ope
into separate containers if the returning officer is satisfied about the
following matters—

(@) the ballot number on the declaration corresponds with the ballot
number marked beside the name of aratepayer on theroll;

(b) the person who filled in and signed the declaration is—
(i) theratepayer to whom the declaration was given; or

(it) aratepayer who has not previously voted in the election and
has a reasonable explanation for using someone else's
voting material.

(4) If subsection (3)(b)(ii) applies, the returning officer must—
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(@) note the acceptance of the explanation on the declaration; and

(b) record the correct ballot number on the roll against the name of
the ratepayer who signed the declaration.

(5) If the returning officer is not satisfied about a matter mentioned in
subsection (3)(a) or (b), the returning officer must keep the unsatisfactory
voting material separate from the satisfactory voting material.

(6) The returning officer must then note the fact that the ratepayer has
voted against the ratepayer’ s name on therall.

Counting votes

18.(1) After separating the declaration forms and ballot envelopes, the
returning officer must do the following in order—

() seal the container holding declaration forms;

(b) open the ballot envelopes;

(c) takethe ballot papersout of the ballot envel opes;

(d) examinethe ballot papersfor votes;

(e) count the votes.
(2) Thereturning officer must not include an informal vote in the count.
(3) A voteisnot informal if the ratepayer’sintention is clear.

What happensif votesfor 2 or more candidates are equal

19. If the votes for 2 or more candidates are equal, the candidate elected
must be decided by lots drawn by the returning officer.

Declaring election result

20.(1) The returning officer must give each candidate a signed declaration
of the result of the election.

(2) If the election involved a ballot, the declaration must state the
following—
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(@) how many ratepayers were on the roll when voting closed;
(b) how many ballot papers were printed;

() how many ballot papers were issued;

(d) how many duplicate ballot papers were issued;

(e) how many ballot papers were returned;

(f) how many ballot papers were returned as unclaimed mail;
(g how many ballot papers were not returned;

(h) how many ballot papers were rejected during scrutiny and the
reasons for rejection;

(i) how many ballot papers were counted;
() the percentage of ratepayers who voted.
Examples of reasons for rejection mentioned in paragraph (h)—
1. The declaration form was not returned.
2. The ratepayer did not sign the declaration form.
(3) A scrutineer may countersign the declaration.

Term of office of elected board members
21. An elected board member holds office for 3 years.

Filling casual vacancies

22.(1) If a casua vacancy arises in the office of an elected board
member, the office must befilled by the election of someone else under this
part.s

(2) However, the person elected to fill the vacancy holds office only for
the rest of the term of the office that became vacant.

5 Under the Acts Interpretation Act 1954, section 25(1)(b), the power of the
Governor in Council to appoint a member who is not elected includes a power to
appoint someone else if the member’ s office becomes vacant.
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Re-electing members
23. An elected member is eligible for re-election, unless the member is
disqualified from becoming a member 6

PART 5—BOARD’S AUTHORISED WORKS

Board’s authorised works
24. The board’ s authorised works are stated in section 8 of the notice in
the schedule.

PART 6—PROPOSAL EFFECTED

Proposal effected by regulation
25. This regulation gives effect to the proposal contained in the noticein
the schedule.

6 Under the Acts Interpretation Act 1954, section 25(1)(c), the power of the
Governor in Council to appoint a member who is not elected includes a power to
reappoint if the member is eligible to be appointed. Section 141 of the Act deals
with the disqualification for board membership.

Creek Reticulation Area with associated above ground structures to
supply at a minimum residual pressure of 600 kilopascals at
landholder outlets.

minimum residual pressure of 4 kilopascals at landholder outlets.

Silver/McGregor Creek Reticulation Area

Construction of a pumping station with a capacity to divert water at a rate
of 1.2 cubic metres per second from Cattle Creek, with a buried rising
main pipeline® and associated above ground structures to an earth channel
that feeds into the headwaters of Silver Creek plus additional structures
required, such as farm access crossings of the earth channel and a
regulating weir on the lower end of McGregor Creek. Supply from the
buried rising main pipeline will be at a minimum residual pressure of 4
kilopascals at landholder outlets.

Palmyra Reticulation Area

Construction of a pumping station with a capacity to divert water at a rate
of 1.4 cubic metres per second from the Pioneer River, with a buried rising
main pipeline® and associated above ground structures to an earth channel
that feeds into the headwaters of Baker’s Creek with improvements to
Baker’s Creek to create a stream profile suitable to pass the design flow
rate, plus additional structures required, such as farm access crossings of
the earth channel and upgrading of a the rock block weir on the lower end
of Baker’s Creek.

Environmental Monitoring Sites and Rehabilitation

Establishment of environmental monitoring sites and revegetation of drains,
earth channels and disturbed sections of Palm Tree, Silver, McGregor, and
Baker’s Creeks.

Installation of water meters

Installation of water meters to measure the volume of water diverted from:

(i) the board’s works; or

(it) the watercourses mentioned in section 6(a) to land described in
cotumn 3 of schedules 2A to 2E inclusive.

(@) The board is entitled to divert 43,948 megalitres per annum from
Teemburra Dam, Pioneer River, Cattle Creek, Palm Tree Creck,
Silver Creek, McGregor Creek and Baker’s Creek subject to
allocations announced from time to time by the chief executive of
the Primary Industries Corporation ( the “Corporation”) in respect
of nominal allocations for the Pioneer River Irrigation Project.

b) The allocations referred to above are shown in column 6 of
schedules 2A to 2E inclusive.

The annual diversion of water to the board will be determined by metering-

@) all individual pumps which serve properties listed in schedules 2A
and 2E inclusive by direct pumping from Palm Tree Creek, Cattle
Creek and the Pioneer River.

(b) at the offtake points from the board’s pipeline distribution system to
the Palm Tree Creek Reticulation Area.

(© at the board’s main pump stations which serve the
Silver/McGregor, Septimus and Palmyra Reticulation Areas.

For the Silver/McGregor, Septimus and Palmyra Reticulation Areas, any
losses involved in distributing water from the pumping station to the point
of diversion to individual properties will be shared in proportion to the
property allocations for each of the properties within that reticulation area.

During periods of high stream flow when it is announced that diversions
outside of normal allocation are permitted, the Board may divert water
from streams without those diversions being debited against the Board’s
announced allocation for the current water year.

The diversion of water by the board must at all times be in compliance
with the requirements of the environmental management plan.

The annual water charges to the board for water diverted by the board will
be the charges prescribed under the Warter Resources Act 1989 for
announced allocations in the Pioneer River Irrigation Project.

In all reticulation areas and in riparian sections, water
charges at the approximate rate of $12 per megalitre for a
property allocation and approximately $4 per megalitre for
water diversion outside of normal allocation during periods
of high stream flow to cover costs of water supplied to the
board from the Pioneer River Irrigation Project.

However, a minimum charge of 60% of the property
allocation referred to in column 6 of schedules 2A to 2E
inclusive may be applied where less than 60% of the
allocation is used.

Any losses involved in diverting water to individual properties will be
shared by the individual landholders in proportion to the property
allocations shown in column 6 of schedules 2A to 2E inclusive.

The aggregate volume of water delivered to each landholder will be
the sum of the actual metered volume diverted and the apportioned
loss under subsection (2).

If the aggregate volume of water delivered is greater than the
property allocation shown in column 6 of schedule 2A to 2E
inclusive, the board may charge a higher rate for the volume of
water that is in excess of the property allocation.

The aggregate volume of water delivered will be the basis for determining
water charges payable to the board.
